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K-6 KOOMAL DREAMING INCURSION
On Monday 11 September, all students had the chance to experience the culture of the local Aboriginal families by Josh ‘Koomal’ Whiteland. Josh shared information about our local area Talinup. Hardy Inlet is in the boodjar (country) of the Wadandi Noongar people. The area where the Blackwood River turns into Hardy Inlet and runs to Flinders Bay is Talinup, which is named after the Talin or Knob Sedge (Carex inversa), a bush/reed that appears on the estuary shores. Josh provided a brief overview of local area and traditional lifestyles of the Wadandi people, Aboriginal 6 Seasons and how this influences what is foraged/hunted and eaten, interconnectedness between Aboriginal people, plants, animals and landscape, an artefact and tool display, and finished with an interactive didgeridoo music session. Thank you to our Chaplain, Sharon Doyle, for organising funding for this incursion to go ahead. 
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SCHOOL BELL

PICK-UP ARRANGEMENTS

We understand that student pick up arrangements change. If there is a change in pick up arrangements or you need to collect your child early, please inform your child’s class teacher. If your child needs a personal reminder -a note in their lunchbox is a good idea. If arrangements change after the start of the school day, please advise the school as early as possible to ensure the message is delivered on time. All students arriving late or leaving early must be signed in and out through the Admin Office.
NAPLAN
The National Assessment Program – Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN) is an annual national assessment of all students in Years 3, 5, 7 and 9. Students are assessed in writing, reading, conventions of language (spelling, grammar and punctuation), and numeracy. More than one million students from almost 10 000 schools take part. The data is analysed by individual schools as well as on a state and national level. 

Changes to the way NAPLAN is reported in 2023 were agreed by Education Ministers in February this year and follow the full transition to online testing and the move of NAPLAN testing from May to March.

The changes are:

• new scales for all test domains

• new time series for future longitudinal comparisons, due to the new scales

• proficiency standards to report student results, replacing the previous NAPLAN bands.

The new scales and commencement of a new time series mean that the 2023 results are not comparable to results

of any previous years’ NAPLAN tests. The new proficiency standards show, at a glance, whether a student’s skills are at the level they need to be to get the best out of their schooling. The standards show whether a student, at the time of testing, has met challenging but reasonable expectations based mainly on the skills learnt from previous years of schooling, or whether they may need additional support to progress satisfactorily. The previous NAPLAN bands did not, on their own, show whether a student was meeting expectations.
The proficiency standards for each test domain and each Year level have four achievement levels.

These are:

EXCEEDING - The student’s result exceeds expectations at the time of testing.

STRONG - The student’s result meets challenging but reasonable expectations at the time of testing.

DEVELOPING - The student’s result indicates that they are working towards expectations at the time of testing.

NEEDS ADDITIONAL SUPPORT - The student’s result indicates that they are not achieving the learning outcomes expected at the time of testing. They are likely to need additional support to progress satisfactorily.
Below are the results of our Year 3 and 5 students at Augusta Primary School. The results represent the percentage of students in each proficiency band for that year group. The green sections show that our Year 5 students achieved above ‘Like Schools’ in those areas.

- There is a comprehensive induction process embedded in school practice. 

After looking at all the data, the main areas of improvement to focus on are communication, feedback, Aboriginal and Cultural Standards Framework, clarifying board procedures and their role with the community.

Procedures in event of a sudden bushfire:

Relocate to onsite ‘safer building location’ (school library)

We may be instructed to relocate to our onsite ‘safer building location’ (school library). 

We will initiate the below procedure if the following occurs:

· a ‘Watch and Act’ or ‘Emergency Warning’ alert is issued on the Emergency WA website or the Department of Fire and Emergency Services Bushfire Warnings page of the Department of Fire and Emergency Services website 
· instruction from the Department of Fire and Emergency Services, Emergency Services or our Director of Education.

When connected to Department of Fire and Emergency Services, advise:

· our school name and address

· the fire situation

· how many students and staff are being impacted

· if moving to a ‘safer building location’ and where it is located

· if anyone requires medical attention

Remain in contact with the Department of Fire and Emergency Services.

Monitor official bushfire emergency information contact sources.

	Sound the school emergency warning or alert system (one blast, followed by 3 blasts)

	Follow advice from the incident controller, emergency services, the Manager Security and Emergency Management or the director of education to move to the onsite safer building location.
Students and staff must remain in classrooms unless they are directed to move to an onsite safer building location.

	Check student, staff and visitor registers after moving to an onsite safer building location (roll call). Advise the police if anyone is missing.

You must give special consideration to students with known respiratory conditions.

	Wait for emergency services to arrive or the incident controller to provide you with information. 

Ongoing advice will also be provided by the Manager, Security and Emergency Management or the director of education. 

Continue to monitor official bushfire information sources.

	The Department will consult the incident controller or emergency services and notify you when it is safe to return to classrooms or for students to be collected by parents. We will receive advice from the director of education.


Offsite evacuation procedures

We may be instructed to relocate to our offsite evacuation (either the Anglican Church or IGA).

We will initiate the below procedure if the following occurs:

‘Watch and act’ or ‘emergency warning’ bushfire warning alert on the Emergency WA website or the Department of Fire and Emergency Services Bushfire Warning system is invoked (refer to the bushfire warnings listed in Appendix A); and

Direction from Department of Fire and Emergency Services, incident controller  or Emergency services to evacuate offsite; or 

Direction from the Deputy Director General Schools or the Manager, Security and Emergency Management. The Director of Education will relay the decision to evacuate offsite.

Follow these procedures if we need to evacuate to an offsite evacuation location during a bushfire event.

When connected to Department of Fire and Emergency Services, advise:

· your school name and address

· the fire situation

· how many students and staff are being impacted

· if moving to a ‘safer building location’ and where it is located

· if anyone requires medical attention

· CB radio channel, if being used.

Remain in contact with Department of Fire and Emergency Services and our director of education. 

Monitor official bushfire emergency information contact sources.

	Activate your School response team to carry out their responsibilities.

	Refer to the Emergency response contact list to contact stakeholders.

	Follow advice from the emergency services or the Manager, Security and Emergency Management or the director of education to decide which of the school’s offsite evacuation location(s) is the safest to use.

	If safe to do so, muster at the identified assembly area where staff, students and visitors can gather to prepare for offsite evacuation.

Use an alternative assembly area if your first identified assembly area is unsafe.

Note: Students and staff must remain in classrooms unless they are directed to move to an onsite safer building location and/or onsite assembly area.

	Follow the Bushfire response telephone call tree to communicate with the school community.

Ensure parents and carers receive emergency SMS alerts to:

· inform them of relocation

· keep them updated.

Note: Parents must not collect students until instructed.

	Confirm:

evaporative air conditioners are turned off 

building roof vents and doors are closed.

	Take emergency equipment:

registers for students, staff and visitors 

evacuation kit

mobile phones (charged).

student medication.

Sound the school emergency warning or alert system.

	· Notify bus operators

· Notify other contractors scheduled to visit the site

· Move all students, staff and visitors from the assembly area to the offsite evacuation location.

	Check registers after evacuating staff, students and visitors (roll call). Advise the police if anyone is missing.

	The Manager, Security and Emergency Management or the director of education will provide ongoing advice. 

Continue to monitor official bushfire information sources listed in section 2.1.

	The Department will consult the incident controller or emergency services and notify you when it is safe to return to classrooms or for students to be collected by parents. 

You will receive advice from the director of education.


Pre-emptive (planned) closure procedures

We may be instructed to pre-emptively close our school due to a predicted catastrophic fire danger rating.

We will initiate the below procedure if the following occurs:

Alert received from the Department of Fire and Emergency Services; or Direction from the Deputy Director General, Schools or the Manager, Security and Emergency Management. The Director of Education will relay the decision to us.

We will follow these procedures for a planned school closure in response to predicted catastrophic fire conditions.

	Communicate the pre-emptive closure, continued closure or school reopening:

use your Bushfire response telephone tree

place the notice of temporary closure on external school access points and on Compass.

Note: Contact lists for staff, parents and carers must be current.
